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This competition really provides me with the experience to work together with the other members as a team. My partner and I (fromTonga) were really thrilled to be part of the competition and we tried our best to contribute to the project and at the same time cope with the limitations posed by the differences in time zone and communication technology. My experiences for working in this project are outline and discuss below.

Positive Experience

· The most positive experience that I gained from this competition is the spirit of teamwork between the teammates especially the leaders and the facilitators. They were really patient with me because at first I didn’t know what to write to the team or how to communicate with them but they really helped me out by showing me how to use and access software such as chatterbox and blackboard which is really a new experience for me as we don’t have that kind of software here at our school.

· Another plus for me in joining this competition is that I have learned a lot from my teammates about the topic that we were working on as a team (i.e. use of world music). Even though, I haven’t been to more developed countries such as New Zealand, the US, Australia and the Philippines I just got an idea of what their cultures are like from the ideas and facts contributed by each member from the respective countries. 

· Prior to this competition, I haven’t had the experience of discussing business issues with persons from overseas countries. The exchanging of ideas and information really gives me an insight to what it’s like to work with people from different countries and cultures. To put it in other words, it was an adventure for me.

· Lastly but not the least experience that I gained from this competition is that I have learned to consider the other’s ideas other than mine and also learn how to reach a consensus decision such as who’s idea is to be used and what information to be included and what is to be discarded.

Limitations

· The two major problems that I came face-to-face with during the duration of the work are the time differences and the limitation of our computer technology. For instance, we decided to have a meeting using chatterbox but at the specified time, our computer lab is already closed so we have to walk all the way to town and pay $2.00 to use a computer for only 1hour.

· Another problem was that at first we can’t access the Blackboard for about after 5 days from when the competition starts so we just communicate with the other members through the e-mail. This is a limitation in itself because I don’t have a personal computer at my home so I didn’t communicate with my teammates for as much as I would have like.

Apart from these two limitations which we have learned to cope with, this competition was an overall success and include some challenging propositions, and I just hope that my teammates felt the same way. More importantly, I thanked the Global Enterprise Experience for organizing this competition; it was truly a global experience for me.
