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It has been hard, but we made it eventually. This experience has not been exactly as I imagined it to be. Three members did not even participate to the early discussions to gather some ideas in order to give a kick start to the project. However, I can assert that the effort the others put into the project was enough to keep a good pace. 

The idea came out of the blue, actually. Me and Guido, my classmate, were wondering what to propose that could be interesting, when I felt thirsty and we realized there was no water left to drink. I don’t know why, but at that very moment it clicked through my mind that water was what we needed to focus on. Searching for information on the internet I discovered such unexpected things that I was stunned in the end. Many areas of the world are undergoing a fast and dramatic change of climate and environment. Dry areas are badly affected by a progressive process of desertification caused by pollution effects on our atmosphere. Global warming is making sea levels increase and rivers disappear. The outcome of all this phenomena consists of a dangerous loss of  drinkable water and clear water to be used for agricultural purpuses and household. 

At the beginning I was too concentrated on my background and my country’s necessities, as far as water is concerned, to look for some common ground with the others. However, it appeared clear lately that water supplies were a shared concern. We thought, after a little research, that desalination plants could have been a wonderful point where to start from building our strategies. The problem harassing us throughout the work was how to get everything seem real. Actually, I felt like a kid put in charge of the safety of the entire world. However much excited and committed I might be, I harboured inside the constant doubt the venture was too big for me.  I have to admit, though, that what I’m studying (“Economics and Management for the arts, culture, and communication”)  has been of some help.

The interaction with the other team members was fantastic. Teresa, our leader, did a great job. She was always eager to help us focus on the right things and look them from various points of view. The multicultural nature of this businessgame was the reason of my participation and what I state is the best feature provided. I gained some knowledge about New Zeland and Rwanda and I would really like to visit both of them. In compliance with the whole sense of harmony I felt working in my group, communication between us wasn’t difficult. Quite unexpectedly, no fights or argues took place during virtual meetings which were our “decision making” moments. 

I know I might seem trivial or even lazy, but I really don’t have any suggestion to give on how to improve the game. It was my first experience of this kind.
