To help others, cares for others and provides no matter how big or small is all I want to do and that, I have been doing. For this reason, I have always wanted a platform to learn and share my story. When I learnt about this from a friend, I browsed the net to get more, read, downloaded previous works, commitment and success stories, quite interesting and it ignited my interest. Before, when word like BANDWIDTH, CASCADING, HTML and all the jargons of computer are mentioned, it gives me headache because it always appears hard.
