My Experience at Global Enterprise Experience
I was in a class at my university when I first heard something about the GEE. I got really exited for participating, not only because I love the interaction with other cultures, but also because developing business plans is a part of my life since I work in a consulting firm.

Since I got the first email from Deb, I responded immediately to the demands of the DEE, looking forward for it to start. When the contest started in may 1st, I received a message from our leaders and unfortunately, from the that moment I had a lot of problems to follow the process, since I had a lot of work to do, and I had no notice of the GEE until two weeks after may 1st, when Lina Solórzano (a team partner from my school in Colombia) wrote to the team remember us about the deadline.

From that moment I got really concerned, I expected the leaders to coordinate activities since we were really short of time, but they barely posted one message each, even though another team member from Zimbabwe, Wadzanai Murau, was all the time supporting me in claiming for help from the leaders and the other team members. We made proposals and anybody answered anything, they didn’t give any opinion, so we didn’t know if we could start.

Finally I realized that we had leaders with no leadership, and, thanks to Wadzanai and Lina, who named me as their ideological leader, I took the responsibility on my shoulders and started working with the idea I first had proposed, with permanent support of Wadzanai and Lina, who were very helpful in the development of the project. They were the only compromised members of the team, even when they were on situations that took a lot of time from them. Wadzanai lives in Zimbabwe and for these days the situation in Africa is complicated, and Lina was working a lot in the OEA conference in Colombia, and she had to work almost 18 hours a day, but anyway, they were both there all the time to support. 
That is how I had to think and coordinate the design of the business plan, with the support of Wadzanai and Lina.
Now, that I know it is over, I recognize that I didn’t pay enough attention to the contest at the beginning; maybe because I relayed all the responsibility on the leaders we were assigned, but also because I wasn’t that compromised at the time. Nevertheless I have to recognize that I learned a very important lesson for my life, from the moment I had to assume the leadership of the team, and I realized I can take the responsibility of an entire team and I can compromise to the point of doing all the team work only a few members, even if the beneficiated are going to be others.

Finally, I have to say that from the moment I assumed the responsibility of leading, the situation was stressful, but I think I managed it quite good. So, even when for me, the GEE was a stressful situation, I think the final product is excellent and I learned a lot.
