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I grew up in a rural community characterized with high levels of illiteracy and ignorance. Subsistence farming and cattle keeping are the main livelihoods of the community. The area is normally faced with water shortage in drought season when the only water sources dams, tend to dry up. To make matters worse, only one percent of the dams have fresh water, the rest have hard water. The road network is poor and sometimes impassable in the rainy season. Life has gotten better of late due to community awareness projects that are running. Even with the awareness, it is not surprising to find an unlit clinic with electricity lines a meter away. Whereas some societies consider electricity a necessity, to my village, it is a luxury that few concern themselves with. Are you are wondering how I made it out of bondage?  

My father was one of the record breakers of his generation to grace the steps of a university. Armed with an honors degree in education, he took it upon himself to ingrain in his children a different perspective towards life. Here I am today with a desire to explore and take on opportunities that life brings my way thanks to both my parents. They saw to it that we went to good schools within the Ugandan context. I learnt about GEEBIZ through a newly found friend of mine. He forwarded the email. I read it and visited the website to learn more. Well I was impressed but left it at that. It was after meeting up with him and sharing his experience that I went ahead to register. What struck me was the immediate response I received which prompted me to give a try.
Amidst my busy schedule of course works and lectures, I spared time to know as much as I could about GEEBIZ. I downloaded the best concept, proposal, opened bios to see how they were written. I embarked on writing my bio. With the task completed I was pleased with myself unaware that it was just the tip of the ice bug! Uploading my bio was one of the challenges I encountered. I don’t know whether it was my eyes or the internet that was the problem. For some reason, whenever I visited base camp, there was nothing like my files. I kept trying, till finally my eyes opened! My team members were great, very active and dedicated. Our team leader was excellent, informed and he did keep us on our “feet”. I had to forego some lectures in order to keep up the pace of my teammates. These guys were just ahead. Determined as I was, roadblocks were allover. Our poor internet connection took it upon itself to make me a working fool! This coupled with unstable electric power connections almost made me give up! I devised a way to bypass these and always be a step ahead. Whenever I was assigned a role, I downloaded all the necessary literature I needed. This gave me ample time to work offline and be ready to communicate to rest of the team whenever internet was accessible. 
All in all, the experience was very eye opening. I marveled at technological innovations since with just a click, I could be in six countries at a go! Now this was amazing. It almost felt like the person you are interacting with is right next to you. Definitely this experience has improved my communication skills. My writing skills are better, am more open minded and I have learnt to give others a benefit of doubt especially during the topic selection process.  I have learnt to analyze situations critically and prioritize. I am more informed about market demographics considering that my background is solely agricultural. Thank you GEEBIZ for making me a better person, like they say, “we don’t recognize opportunities because they come dressed in overalls! We think, “More work!” In all situations, you can choose to look at the output rather than the input! I am off to spread the Global Enterprise Experience gospel. Indeed it is!
